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Recognizing that piracy is an act of robbery or criminal violence at sea and consists of any of the following acts:
(a) any illegal act of violence or detention,any act of depredation, committed for private ends by the crew or the passengers of a private ship and directed: 
    (i) on the high seas, against other ship or against other persons or property on board such ship;
   (ii) against a ship, persons or property in a place outside the jurisdiction of any State;
(b) any act of voluntary participation in the operation of a ship with knowledge of facts making it a pirate ship;
(c) any act of inciting or of internationally facilitating an act described in the subparagraphs (a) or (b).  
Declaring pirates those who engage in acts of piracy,
Baring in mind that the large-scale study of One Earth Future (OEF) Foundation about the economic costs of piracy estimates that maritime piracy is costing the international economy between 7 to 12 billion dollars per year,
Noting with deep concern that piracy threatens to disrupt maritime trade in the region upon which Golf economies depend,
Emphasizes that illegal fishing or dumping in Somali waters is is thought by some locals to justify piracy in the region as a form of "reaction",
Believing that the co-operation of regional powers which have strong navies in the area is necessary,
1. Calls for the prevention of dumping toxic waste and of illegal fishing in the Somali waters by:
(a) decreeing a new International treaty that will ban  the production and use of certain persistent organic pollutants 
(b) passing legislation which will provide that any foreign companies which get caught fishing in Somali waters be:
    (i) heavily fined and,
    (ii) the ship involved be confiscated;
2. Requests the significant backing of States and organizations,such as Saudi Arabia, India, NATO, EU, US which currently deploy their fleet in order to combat and eradicate Piracy in Somalia by:
(a) providing the latest military equipment (metal detectors from distance etc.),
(b) surveilling the high-caution territories with Unmanned Air Vehicles (UAV);  
3. Encourages Somalis to give the Intelligence Community information about the position of pirate ships or pirate leaders by giving them significant rewards for their help;
4. Emphasizes that financial aid needs to be given to the Somali government in order to investigate and prosecute pirates and to patrol the territorial waters off the coast of Somalia;
5.Invites the States to provide special-trained military personnel on board  passing ships so that a potential hijack from pirates could be stopped before it even starts; it will also work as a deterrent for potential pirates; 
6. Urges the co-operation of national intelligence agencies by exchanging information, in order for hostages to be located, found and rescued.
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
