AGENDA ITEM: Combating  the human rights violations by  the  Boko         Haram militant group in Nigeria

THE DELEGATION OF DPR KOREA,

Alarmed by  Boko Haram's violations of human rights, condemned by the Security Council of the United Nations and the Human Rights Council,started in july 2009 with an anti-government uprising,causing the death of more than 800 people,

Encouraged by the action taken by unisef in 18 September 2015 , which leaded to the Displacement of 1.4 million children,
Pointing out the evidence compiled by the Amnesty International points unequivocally to the commission of war crimes and crimes against humanity by the Boko Haram insurgency, especially as it relates to serious violations of Common Article 3 of the four Geneva Conventions, in committing violence to life and person, in particular murder of all kinds, mutilation, cruel treatment and torture against people taking no active part in the hostilities and other such serious violations classified as war crimes under article 8(2)(c) of the Rome Statute of the ICC,
Taking into consideration the latest facts on the matter:
-April 2014: The militants abduct 276 girls from Chibok, near the border with Cameroon. About 50 managed to escape. Those who did not were raped and enslaved 
-January 2015: In Baga, Boko Haram militants attacked northern Nigerian villages, killing about 2,000 people.
1. Recommends that  schools in the vulnerable parts of northern Nigeria should be shut down. 

a. Students should either be located to more secure locations to continue their education or be taught using a combination of nomadic education and homeschooling until the area is safe enough for the children to go back to school.

b. The government should provide emergency scholarships and grants to existing institutions to help expand their absorptive capacity for student intake.( These grants should include consecutive shifts—both morning and afternoon—to ensure that the children evacuated from TPZ continue to be educated.)

2. Suggests  that the Nigerian government should maximize its ability to detect future attacks and deter those caught engaging in terrorism.

a. Satellite and other surveillance apparatus should be utilized to detect nocturnal movements and to preempt terrorist activity.

b. Nigeria needs a strong deterrent for these stone-age savages. Martial law should be imposed to allow the military to summarily try and publicly execute terrorists captured during an attack.
3. Proposes that the larger population of the terror-prone zones should be relocated to safe locations and the exited area thoroughly combed to isolate the terrorists.

This method will reconfigure the combat into symmetrical warfare rather than urban guerrilla warfare amidst vulnerable civilian populations.

4. Draws the attention on funding for a multinational force to combat Boko Haram
5. Calls for hospitals to be given anticipatory approval to treat victims of any past or future attacks.
a. The government must honor the financial obligations arising from these bills. 

b. Ambulances, helicopters and special mobile casualty units should be mobilized and stationed in terrorism-prone zones to ensure rapid medical intervention after any future attacks.
6. Commends that border crossings must impose a zero exit policy for young girls without proper parental certification. This will limit the number of abductions and attempts to traffic the girls across the borders and beyond the reach of Nigerian authorities.
